N3 from Gauteng: When you reach Pietermaritzburg, take the Church Street/Greytown offramp and turn left. At the 3rd set of robots, turn right onto the R33 to Greytown. Travel on the Greytown road and turn left to Karkloof. When you reach the T-junction, turn right. At the next T-junction, turn right again. At the break in the barrier after the Bird Valley Estate sign, turn left into the forest and follow the road all the way into the Estate.
N3 from Durban: When you reach Pietermaritzburg, take the Church Street/Greytown offramp and turn right. At the 3rd set of robots, turn right onto the R33 to Greytown. Travel on the Greytown road and turn left to Karkloof. When you reach the T-junction, turn right. At the next T-junction, turn right again. At the break in the barrier after the Bird Valley Estate sign, turn left into the forest and follow the road all the way into the Estate.
Our Estate is about 20-25 minutes from the closest shop so I suggest that you get what you need before your arrival.
WALKING TRAILS AND BIRD WATCHING
For those of you who wish to do some walking and bird watching whilst the skiing is underway, just remember to bring your walking shoes and binoculars.  The bird life around the dam is fantastic!
